This month, your child will be studying the character word: RESPONSIBILITY. What does it means to teach children responsibility? Every parent, teacher, and caretaker has a different answer and expectation of when and how children will assume responsibility. There are many ways that you can teach children responsibility. By doing so, you will instill a sense of trust, self-esteem, and self-reliance. These lessons will give them many tools to become successful as adults.
